1.      Deveti Izveštaj o pravnom monitoringu medijske scene u Srbiji, dostupan je na 
ANEM web sajtu!  
 
Ovaj Monitoring Izveštaj se odnosi na mesec mart 2010. Izdvajamo najinteresantnije: 
 

a) rezultati monitoringa pokazuju da je sloboda izražavanja i u ovom periodu bila na 
različite načine ugrožena - iz prikazanih slučajeva u Izveštaju, vidljivo je da ozbiljne 
pretnje i pritiske na medije i novinare sve češće vrše uticajni pojedinci ili grupe, kako 
bi iz ličnih interesa sprečili informisanje javnosti o onome o čemu javnost ima pravo 
da zna; sudska praksa ukazuje da nema značajnijeg pomaka u tzv. medijskim 
slučajevima, kako u pogledu načina vođenja postupaka, tako i u pogledu samih 
sudskih odluka 

b) za deo Izveštaja koji se bavi implementacijom postojećih zakona, ukazujemo na 
analizirane primere primene Zakona o radiodifuziji, koji se odnose na Javni servis i 
Javni konkurs RRA za dodelu dozvola za emitovanje programa, kao i na deo koji se 
bavi posledicama Zakona o nacionalnim savetima nacionalnih manjina  

c) prema rezultatima monitoringa usvajanja novih zakona, izmene Zakona o porezu na 
dobit preduzeća mogu imati dalekosežne negativne efekte po kvalitet medijskih 
sadržaja, o čemu više piše u Izveštaju 

d) predmet monitoringa je bio i rad nadležnih regulatornih tela, državnih organa i 
kolektivnih organizacija, o čemu možete čitati u sekciji IV Izveštaja; najzanimljivije iz 
ovog dela Izveštaja jeste analiza nagoveštaja izmena Nacrta zakona o nedozvoljenoj 
medijskoj koncentraciji, ali su i ostale informacije, koje su stručno obrađene, veoma 
bitne 

e) i digitalizacija i privatizacija su u ovom Izveštaju obrađene kroz analizu najvažnijih 
informacija koje su bile karakteristične za ove procese u navedenom periodu; one 
pokazuju i dalje kašnjenje u implementaciji Strategije i Akcionog plana digitalizacije, a 
za privatizaciju daju argumente o njenoj neophodnosti   

f)    karakteristikama medijske situacije u posmatranom periodu, monitoring tim se bavio 
u Zaključku Izveštaja, sumirajući i ono dobro i ono loše što se dešavalo u medijskom 
sektoru, pri tom ocenjujući šta od toga može ili najviše utiče na položaj medija

In the ninth issue of Monitoring News Letter, we are presenting the latest information on 
monitoring activities, which have been conducted for one year by ANEM and its longtime 
partner, law office “Zivkovic&Samardzic”. 
 
1.         The Ninth Report on legal monitoring of the Serbian media scene is available 
on ANEM web site! 
 
This Monitoring Report refers to March 2010. Here are the highlights: 
 

a) In this period, the monitoring results show that the freedom of expression has been 
violated in several different ways – from the cases presented in the Report, it is 
visible that serious threats and pressures on the media and journalists are more 
frequently made by influential individuals or groups, in order to prevent, out of their 
personal interest, the informing of the public on the issues which the public has the 
right to know; court practice indicates that there is no significant progress in the so-
called media cases, both in conducting of legal proceedings and rulings 

b) in the part of the Report that deals with the implementation of existing laws, we are 
pointing to analyzed examples of application of the Law on Broadcasting, relating to 
the Public Broadcasting Service and the RBA’s public call for broadcasting licenses,

and also to the part that deals with the ill-effects of the Law on National Councils of 
National Minorities 

c) according to the results of monitoring of the adoption of new laws, amendments to the 
Law on Corporate Income Tax can have far-reaching negative effects on the quality 
of media content; you can read more about it in the Report  

d) the subject of monitoring was also the work of relevant regulatory bodies, state 
authorities and the collective organizations, which you can find in the section IV of the 
Report; the most interesting in this part of the Report is the analysis of the indications 
of amendments of the Draft Law on Unlawful Media Concentration, but also very 
important are other professionally processed information 

e) both digitalization and privatization processes are handled in this report through an 
analysis of the most important information characteristic for these processes in the 
reporting period; they show further delay in the implementation of the Digitalization 
Strategy and Action Plan, and give arguments for the necessity of the privatization 
process 

f) in the Conclusion of the Report, the monitoring team elaborated on the characteristics 
of the media situation in the reporting period, summarizing both good and bad things 
that had occurred in the media sector and at the same time providing assessment of 
what might or affected the most the position of the media

This time the 
Monitoring team has also selected information on the most important events in the media 
sector, analyzed them and will give their professional assessment of the legal consequences 
of important events, decisions and activities of the competent authorities, as well as changes 
in regulations or their shortcomings, in order to provide an adequate picture of the media 
situation in Serbia during this period. We will notify you about the contents of this report 
through the Monitoring News Letter 10, after its publication on ANEM web site.
